Curriculum

CPFIM training provides instruction on six basic modules: 1) investment
instruments; 2) banks, brokers, and advisors; 3) governance and investment
policy; 4) safety, liquidity, and yield; 5) cash flow; and 6) strategy. These modules
provide a great foundation for understanding investing public funds. This six
hour program requires a written exam to demonstrate material retention and
comprehension.

After earning the CPFIM credential, the ACPFIM provides further instruction
on investment analysis, strategy, and how attendees can apply lessons to
their own organization. This four hour program also requires a written exam.

Instruction time may be applicable to CPE, CPFA, and ACPFA credits. See your
state requirements for CPE credits or the CPFA/ACPFA applications for details.
